Place: Camp Miles, Punta Gorda, FL


Times:  

12/4/08: Meet at FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm Thursday for trailer load.  All personal gear will be loaded into the trailer.  Troop Quartermasters and Quartermaster Advisor(s) needed.

12/5/08: Everyone meets at FUMCWG @ 5:30 pm in full uniform for travel. (As always, all Scouts must have compass, whistle and flashlight.)  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights will be 6:00 pm or sooner.  Eat dinner before coming to the Church.  No stops on the way.

12/7/08: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 4:30 pm; following lunch on the road (participants need own lunch money of approx $8 - $10).   Remember our rule is that no one leaves until all gear is put away and the bus is cleaned.  Please plan accordingly.


Equipment: Please bring only 3 bundles.  A duffle bag or backpack, sleeping bag and folding camp chair.  Make sure that your name is on each bundle.  We will be sleeping in the troop tents.  Bring sunscreen and closed shoes!


Plan & Pack for:

Camp Miles is one of the Council Camps in Southwest Florida – think LaNoChe.  We will leave it cleaner than we found it.  You must be able to clean up and be ready to leave camp by 11am. Last year’s event had 1,800 attendees.  They expect more this year. As a result, campsites are tight, with port-a-lets for convenience.  
Depending upon attendance, we will take the bus OR we’ll need extra adults to help transport participants in their own vehicles; quantity TBD.


Fees for Campers (excluding Sunday lunch)
1. Fuel fee is $5 per person.

2. Camping Fee is $15 per person (includes 2 nights of camping). Price increases to $25 if form is returned between 11/11/08 and 11/17/08.
3. Each person must bring a $20 check written to T-210 with the completed permission form by 11/10/08.  You can use funds from your troop account (if you have them) for the $20 IF you notify Mr. Newlon or Mrs. Byers beforehand.  
4. Food costs are $15 (est.) per person payable to the grubmaster in CASH (4 meals: Sat breakfast – Sunday breakfast).

5. Event T-Shirts are available (must be ordered prior by 11/10/08 deadline.  Cost is $9 each (Adult 2XL & 3XL are $10 each)


Other Miscellaneous Notes: No electronic devices (phones, ipods, MP3 players, walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed.  


Description:

Similar to a large Camporee, the Broke Back Dog Challenge consists of a series of “missions” to test the skills of Boy Scouts, Cub Scouts, Webelos II’s, and Venturers alike. This year’s BBDC Scouting event is called Never Cry “Woof”. Each patrol (with at least 3, but no more than 8 members) is formed into an “Operational Team” and assigned a Top Secret mission. Upon accepting the mission, the teams will follow a course outlined on a map issued to the team leader at the Patrol Leader’s Operation Briefing on Friday night at 9:00pm in the dining hall.

    A practical hands-on problem involving basic scouting skills or patrol teamwork will be encountered at each Check Point. Patrols will overcome the problem, have their score sheet marked, and then set off to continue their mission according to the designated time schedule. Each scout should bring a Brown Bag lunch with him, to eat on the trail!
  The Patrol that excels above the others will earn the title “Top Dogs” and have the honor of being the guardians of the “Patriot Trophy” for one year.
