Times:

1. Meet at the Church on Thursday April 27 at 6:00 pm with all personal gear for trailer load (three bundles per person: backpack or duffle bag, sleeping bag and folding chair).  All personal gear must be loaded on Thursday.

2. Meet at the Church on Friday, April 28 at 6:00 pm to depart. Bring your small flashlight, whistle and Scout compass Friday night.  Patrol Grubmasters arrive at 5:30 pm with their food.  Be sure to fill ice coolers with ice from the Church’s kitchen.  No food in bags allowed; use plastic bins with lids or boxes instead.  Keep perishable food cold!

3. Sunday 4/30: Eat lunch on the way home (everyone needs to bring their own money), then meet back at the Church at 1:30 pm. Unload trailer, clean vans.

4. Departure approximately 2:30 pm.

Equipment: We will be sleeping in Troop 210 supplied tents at LaNoChe in the new Family Camping area.  We have plenty of tents, however if you have a personal tent, please bring it, just in case we need it (our back-up plan).  Bring a sleeping bag.  No cots please.  Wear full uniform Friday night.  Bring all personal items including toilet articles, bedding, rain gear, flashlight, towel & wash cloth, jacket, camp chair etc.   Keep an eye on the weather forecast. Plan & Pack for: Car camping: Closed toed shoes only.  Shorts or long pants are fine. Full uniform required.

Fees: Camp-O-Ree fee is $15 payable to the BSA Troop 210 by 4/17 with the bottom portion of this form. 

Additional fees are for food at camp which is to be determined by patrols depending upon meals.  Each person should pay the patrol Grubmaster (upfront) $15 for food on 4/17.  The Grubmaster will purchase the food with this money and unused funds will be returned.  If more is needed, the Grubmaster will collect the balance at Camp.

Sunday 4/30 lunch money should be kept by each Scout until needed on Sunday (approx $10 including tip).

Meals to eat at camp

1. Saturday breakfast (no-cook meal by patrol in camp)

2. Saturday lunch (no-cook meal by patrol in camp)

3. Saturday dinner (cook meal by patrol in camp)

4. Sunday breakfast (no-cook by patrol in camp)
