We’re going camping, swimming and fishing at Jetty Park!  We'll camp Friday and Saturday nights.   Get your permissions slips in early.



Place:  Jetty Park group camp site in Brevard County.


Times:  

4/16/09: Meet at FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm for trailer load.  All personal gear and dry food will be loaded into the trailer.  Troop Quartermasters and Quartermaster Advisor(s) needed.

4/17/09: Everyone meets at FUMCWG @ 5:30 pm. The “cold coolers” will be filled with ice and loaded into the trailer.  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights will be 6:00 pm or sooner.  Eat dinner before coming to the Church.  No stops on the way.

4/19/09: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 2:00 pm; following lunch. 



Equipment: Please bring only 3 bundles.  A Duffle bag or backpack, Sleeping bag and Folding Camp chair.  Make sure that your name is on each bundle.  We will be sleeping in the troop tents.  Bring sunscreen, swimsuit and water shirt if you have one!  If you have a favorite beach toy (like a boogie board) you can bring that also and it will not count against the 3 item limit.

Plan & Pack for:

We will be camping in the group camping area of Jetty Park.  This is adjacent to the day use area and the RV camping area.  We will be required to follow all quiet time rules and respect our fellow campers.  We will leave it cleaner than we found it.  All meals should be planned and cleanup tasks assigned ahead of time.  The Grubmaster of each patrol should obtain food for breakfast, lunch and dinner on Saturday and breakfast and lunch on Sunday.  Sunday lunch should be a trail lunch (no cooking).  All other meals may involve cooking.  However just remember that if you cook a big breakfast you must clean it up completely prior to heading to the beach on either day.  Also you must be packed up completely on Sunday (site check out is 11:00am).  

1. 4/17 Dinner: eat prior to arrival @ FUMCWG

2. 4/18 Breakfast: - eat in Camp.  Grubmaster’s responsibility
3. 4/18 Lunch: Eat in camp (Take break from sun) Grubmaster’s responsibility
4. 4/18 Dinner: Cooked/Grilled dinner – in camp.  Grubmaster’s responsibility 
5. 4/19 Breakfast: Boiled water only - eat in Camp.   Grubmaster’s responsibility 
6. 4/19 Lunch: Trail type lunch by grubmaster (should be prepared so it can be eaten on the beach or on the road.  Grubmaster’s responsibility 
Depending upon attendance we plan to drive in the troop bus, therefore only one other vehicle will be needed to tow the “big” trailer.


Fees for Campers (includes all meals)
1. Fuel fee is $5 per person.

2. Camping Fee is $5 per person (includes 2 nights of camping, and entrance into Jetty Park).

3. Food costs are $20 (est.) per person payable to the grubmaster in CASH (4 meals: Sat breakfast – Sunday breakfast).

4. Each person must bring $10 (5+5, check written to T210) AND $20 cash payable to the grubmaster ($30 TOTAL) with the completed permission form by 4/13/09.



Other Miscellaneous Notes: No electronic devices (phones, ipods, MP3 players, walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed off the bus. 



Description:

We will stay in the group camping area.  The site will have rest rooms, showers and potable water available.  There may be limited room so we will have to be careful in laying out our tents to conserve room.  No open fires are allowed in the park.  However grilling and cook stoves are allowed so the patrols should be cooking their meals (except for lunches).   
On Saturday we will spend the day playing in the ocean.  The tide will be low at 9am so any budding surfers should be up early for the best waves.  Lunch will be back at camp (as mentioned before, to ensure some time out of the sun).  
Anglers can fish from a fishing pier in the inlet or from the rocks.  Bring your gear and you may catch your own dinner!

Sunday we will get up eat breakfast and pack up.  Then depending on the weather, we could spend some time on the beach or leave to head home.  That is why the lunch planned for Sunday should be a trail lunch that could be eaten on the beach or brought for a stop on the way home.

Spending money.  Scouts may wish to bring some spending money for snacks and or fishing supplies.  Scouts will be responsible for any money that they bring.  Leaders will not be carrying/loaning money.
