What: Winter Camp


Place: Camp Thunder, Molena GA (1166 Dripping Rock Road, 30258), 389 miles each way from FUMCWG.



Times: 
1.  Meet at the Church at 3 pm 12/26/08 for gear load.  If you are busy 12/26 and are not available to load, please give your gear to someone else who is going to the trailer load.  The bus will not be opened during the morning of 12/27.

2.  Meet at the Church @ 5:30 am 12/27/08. Taillights are no later than 5:45 am, but as soon as vehicle is are full.  If you are later than 5:45 we may leave without you; call us and meet us down the road.  We need to be on the road on time!

3.  Arrival back at the Church @ 5:00 pm 12/31/08.  Updates via emergency contact (XXXXX) will be available after 1 pm.

Equipment:  Plan for daytime temperatures around 55 degrees and nighttime temperatures 15 – 32 degrees.  The Scouts will be sleeping in adirondacks (essentially, three sided bunks).  Review past year’s photos on website for pictures.  Pack for winter camping.  Parents, see Mr. Eisinger’s winter camping guide. Wear field uniform (also known a Class A) shirts for travel and whatever other long pants you bring to be comfortable for the 8+ hour drive (no jeans, please).  Scout long pants are fine if you have them, however they are not required for Winter Camp.  Fleece lined pants are a good idea or bring a couple of pairs of long johns to be worn during the day, along with one pair for night.  Bring all personal items including toilet articles, bedding, rain gear, flashlight, towel & wash cloth, jacket, camp chair etc in a duffle bag or footlocker.   Keep an eye on the weather forecast.

Other Fees: optional funds (perhaps a total of $25 - $30) for trading post snacks and previously unforeseen supplies such as a camp T-shirt or similar souvenir or a quick snack from the convenience store when we stop for gas.  



Other Miscellaneous Notes: 

1. Electronic devices (walkmans, radios, game-boys, cell phones etc.) allowed during transportation, however items can’t leave vehicles – no exception. 

2. Un-Scout-like behavior at Camp my result in the need to have the Scout’s parents driving to camp to pick up the Scout.  No refunds or gasoline stipends apply if this occurs and it is expected that the parent will respond immediately when requested.  

3. Chess, checkers, Risk, Stratego and similar games are fine for down time.  Each Scout is responsible for their games.
