2/22/07: Backpackers meet at FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm for shakedown of fully packed backpacks and food distribution.  Details are forthcoming.  Car campers attend at 7:00 pm, bringing personal gear to load into trailer.  Troop Quartermasters and Quartermaster Advisor(s) needed.
2/23/07: Everyone meets at FUMCWG @ 6:00 pm. Mr. Tum Suden will pull a trailer with the backpacks and supplies.  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights will be 6:30 pm or sooner.  Eat dinner before coming to the Church.  No stops on the way.
2/25/07: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 1:00 pm; following lunch on the road (participants need own lunch money of approx $8 - $10). 



Equipment: Backpackers; backpacks fully loaded.  Water will be provided at camp, however each person should bring; at least 2 – 3 quarts.   Backpacking tents and ground cloths will be used.  The Troop has a moderate amount of backpacking tents and ground cloths which will be used, however if any of the participants already own small, personal two-man lightweight backpacking tents and a ground cloth, their use is fine.  Tent buddies (max 2 per tent) as well as patrol configurations will be determined by Mrs. Eisinger by 2/12/07.  To reiterate, do not buy a tent for this event; bring a tent only if you already own it. Also, if you are bringing a personal tent, you must have it pre-approved by the Scoutmaster at the 2/12 or 2/19/07 Troop meeting.  Do not bring a tent unless pre-approved (Philmont participants excluded). 

Car campers will be sleeping in LaNoChe supplied tents.

Plan & Pack for:

Backpackers: GORP made by each person at home prior to arrival.  Recommend one large zip lock bag (up to one gallon size) of GORP per person. This should be double bagged.  No other personal food or snacks allowed (unless pre-approved by Mrs. Hughes.) The menu is below and will be purchased by Mr. Tum Suden or Mr. Scott for the entire Troop.  Backpackers will eat the same food (in patrols to be determined by Mr. Tum Suden).
1. 2/23 dinner: eat prior to arrival @ FUMCWG
2. 2/24 breakfast: eat in LaNoChe dining hall with all troops provided by LaNoChe
3. 2/24 lunch: trail lunch (no cooking) T-210’s responsibility
4. 2/24 dinner: trail dinner (one pot dinner) T-210’s responsibility
5. 2/25 breakfast: trail breakfast (no cooking) T-210’s responsibility
6. 2/25 lunch: on the road (bring money)

1. Fuel fee is $5 per person.

2. LaNoChe fee is $30 per person.

3. $35 excludes other fees as outlined on LaNoChe’s registration form (see attached).
4. Each person brings at least $35 with completed permission form by 2/12/07.

Car Campers:

Three bundles allowed.  Pack a duffle bag or foot locker containing your supplies.  Bring a collapsible chair as well as your sleeping bag.  If registering for other programs, bring/wear appropriate clothes.
