2/18/10: Meet at FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm for trailer load.  All personal gear and dry food will be loaded into the trailer.  Troop Quartermaster needed to attend

2/19/10: Everyone meets at FUMCWG @ 5:30 pm. The “cold coolers” will be filled with ice and loaded into the trailer.  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights will be 6:00 pm or sooner.  Eat dinner before coming to the Church.  No stops on the way.

2/21/10: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 2:00 pm; following lunch. 



Equipment: Please bring only 3 bundles.  A Duffle bag or backpack, Sleeping bag and Folding Camp chair.  Make sure that your name is on each bundle.  We will be sleeping in the troop tents.  

Plan & Pack for:

We will be camping in the group camping area at Kelly Park.   We will be required to follow all quiet time rules and respect our fellow campers in the rest of the adjoining campsites.  We will leave it cleaner than we found it.  All meals should be planned and cleanup tasks assigned ahead of time.  The Grubmaster of each patrol should obtain food for breakfast, lunch and dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  All other meals may involve cooking.  However just remember that if you cook a big breakfast you must clean it up.  Also you must be packed up completely on Sunday (site check out is 11:00am).  

1. 2/19 Dinner: eat prior to arrival @ FUMCWG

2. 2/20 Breakfast: - Eat in Camp.  Grubmaster’s responsibility
3. 2/20 Lunch: Eat in camp. Grubmaster’s responsibility
4. 2/18 Dinner: Cooked dinner – in camp.  Grubmaster’s responsibility 
5. 2/19 Breakfast: Boiled water only - eat in Camp.   Grubmaster’s responsibility 


Fees for Campers (includes all meals)
1. Fuel fee is $5 per person.

2. Camping Fee is $7 per person (includes 2 nights of camping, and entrance into Kelly Park).

3. Food costs are $20 (est.) per person payable to the grubmaster in CASH (4 meals: Sat breakfast – Sunday breakfast).

4. Each person must bring $12 (5+7 with permission slip) AND $20 cash payable to the grubmaster ($32 TOTAL) with the completed permission form by 2/15/10.



One vehicle will be needed to tow the trailer and 2 to 3 other vehicles max to carry the rest of the participants.  We’ll figure this out as we get signups and by the night of the trailer load.
