This will be a great outdoor activity for the scouts even though we will not be camping (sorry Steve).   The shorter runs with green (beginner trails) all over the mountain will allow the beginner skiers to ski the same lifts as the more advanced skiers.  Also the ski times are from 8am to 10pm allowing the more advanced skiers to have a longer “skiing day”.

What else is required:

· The following is the payment schedule for this trip (total fee $280 Base).
11/28/11 - $100 Deposit with permission slip due.

12/15/11 - 2nd $100 payment due.

12/31/11 - Final balance due (no exceptions).  After this date no changes can be made to the list of attendees.

· Complete a signup sheet with options.

· Make sure your current medical form is on file.

· Provide a copy of your current medical insurance card.

· Complete a liability release for tubing (if tubing).

· Read the attached activity form completely and look for future emails.

Extremely Important Note regarding school schedules*:

This trip occurs on the weekend after Martin Luther King Holiday.  This will be great to avoid the crowds.  However Orange County Schools are off Friday (1/20/12), but are in session on Monday (1/23/11).  Therefore any student on this trip will miss a day of school (first day of second semester).  All students will have to make up any missed work (no excuses).    

*The school schedule has been changed so that there is no 4 day weekend for the MLK holiday.  To fit a ski trip into a 3 day weekend involves either skiing only one day (drive – ski – drive) or leaving on the evening prior and driving through the night and arriving directly at the resort to ski the next morning.  Eliminating the second day of skiing would take away the time when the normal beginner is getting comfortable on skis and having a good time.  Plus driving that far for only one day of skiing does not seem right.  The other option of driving through the night was deemed unsafe by the troop committee, since it would require bus drivers to take off work in order to adjust their sleep schedules.  Also all leaders and scouts would arrive at the resort tired after sleeping on the bus.  This would increase the likelihood of an injury (tired scouts learning to ski or tired leaders forgetting their age).  This is the reason this trip is planned for a 4 day weekend necessitating students missing school.
