Trail length: 4 miles each way (8 miles roundtrip).


Times:  
1/12/07: Everyone meets at FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm for shakedown of fully packed backpacks and for food distribution.  Details forthcoming.
1/13/07: Everyone meet at the FUMCWG @ 6:00 am. Mr. Tum Suden will pull a trailer with the backpacks and supplies.  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights at 6:30 am or sooner.  
1/14/07: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 2:00 pm; following lunch on the road (participants need money). 



Equipment: Backpacks; fully loaded. This will be a dry camp meaning there is no water at the campsite.  Therefore, each person will have an additional 1.5 gallons of water purchased for them at a cost of $2 each. This is on top of the water each person should bring; at least 2 – 3 quarts.   The extra water will be cached (pronounced, “cashed”) and will not go into backpacks. Caching water means that we’ll “hide” the extra water at a spot nearby the campsite before we hit the trail on Saturday morning.  Backpacking tents and ground cloths will be used.  The Troop has a moderate amount of backpacking tents and ground cloths which will be used, however if any of the participants already own small, personal two-man lightweight backpacking tents and a ground cloth, their use is fine.  Tent buddies (max 2 per tent) as well as patrol configurations will be determined by Mrs. Eisinger by 1/9/07.  To reiterate, do not buy a tent for this event; bring a tent only if you already own it. Also, if you are bringing a personal tent, you must have it pre-approved by the Scoutmaster at the 12/18/06 or 1/8/07 Troop meeting.  Do not bring a tent unless pre-approved (Philmont participants excluded).

Plan & Pack for:

GORP made by each person at home prior to arrival.  Recommend one large zip lock bag (up to one gallon in size) of GORP per person. This should be double bagged.  No other personal food or snacks allowed (unless pre-approved by Mrs. Hughes.) The menu is below and will be purchased by Mrs. Eisinger for the entire Troop.  Everyone will eat the same food (in patrols to be determined by Mrs. Eisinger).
1. 1/13 breakfast: eat prior to arrival @ FUMCWG
2. 1/13 lunch: trail lunch (no cooking)

3. 1/14 dinner: trail dinner (one pot dinner)

4. 1/14 breakfast: trail breakfast (no cooking)

5. 1/14 lunch: on the road (bring money)
