Place:  Withlacoochee State Forest – Croom Hiking Trail: Declared as one of the "10 Coolest Places in North America" by the World Wildlife Fund

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Trail length: 12 mile (6 miles each way for a round trip) Outer band of A & Partial B loops. This trip will commence Wilderness Survival Merit Badge series.
Directions: Trail head located on Croom Road/Fire Road 6 adjacent to the Tucker Hill fire tower.  Turn east onto Croom Road (Hernando County Road 480) from US Highway 41 about 13 miles south of Floral City at the city limits on the north side of Brooksville.  Travel east on Croom Road about two miles until you see the fire tower on your right (south).  Parking for the trailhead is east of the fire tower.


Times:  
Friday: 1/8/2010: meet at FUMCWG @ 6:00 pm for pack shakedown.  Bring packs ready to go, with all water bottles filled. Refer to the SPL if you have questions about personal gear. Check with the quartermaster immediately if you need a backpack.  Check here for suggested packing list: http://troop-210.com/Documents/packing1.html. Following gear and gear distribution and then weighing, all packs will be locked in the small trailer.

Saturday 1/9/2010: meet at FUMCWG @ 6:00 am for taillights.  Wear uniform shirt over activity shirt.  Wear comfortable hiking pants. Keep an eye on the weather to be prepared. 
Sunday 1/10/2010: on the way home, we will stop at Publix Plaza for lunch.  We expect to return to the Church at 2 pm.



Equipment: Backpacks; fully loaded.  Plan for dry trails; supplemental water will be cached by prior to leaving on trail.

Plan & Pack for: overnight backpacking trip.

1. 1/9 breakfast: eat prior to departure
2. 1/9 lunch & dinner on trail and/or at campsite.
3. 1/10 breakfast: at campsite 

4. 1/10 lunch (on the road – each person should bring approx $8-$10)
