Troop 210 Camping Event & 716-D Philmont Expedition Activity Form

March 28 - 30 2008 / Shakedown #12


Note: this month’s permission slip is a bit confusing. Sorry about that, in advance. There are two separate events occurring at one time at the same place for this event and the entire event for both groups is called the Boy Scout Extravaganza.  The participants are different too.  One event, called the Leave No Trace Trek is for the Troop’s Philmont participants (also known as the backpackers).  The other event is especially designed for everyone else in T-210.  You may need to read this permission slip a couple of times to “get it”, however I tried to make this as clear as possible; although it was not easy.  Lastly, it is crucial to fax all permission slips to me for this event before 3/10/08 at 407-224-5962.  This is a terrific first camping event for our new Scouts as well as for our veteran Scouts too. –Steve E.

Place:  Camp LaNoChe and The Florida Trail
Trail length for Backpackers (Philmont Expedition Members Only):  Not yet determined – probably in the 7 mile range (perhaps 10 miles over two days).
Overview of Event: The Central Florida Council is hosting the second annual Boy Scout Backpacking Extravaganza March 28 – 30, 2008.  There are several elements to this event with the objective being that Scouts can choose their own activities at LaNoChe for 1.5 days (Saturday AM – Sunday afternoon).  The event starts Friday evening and will be over Sunday.
There will be two groups of Scouts attending from T-210.

1. Philmont Expedition Participants – this is shakedown #12 and you will be participating in the Leave No Trace Trek which features a backpacking trip with focus on Leave No Trace principles.  Do not register via the Council website!
2. Non-Philmont Expedition Participants, which is the rest of the Troop – you will enjoy all that LaNoChe has to offer (shooting sports, pioneering, COPE, etc.) and this is widely regarded as the don’t miss event of the year at LaNoChe.
Since there are essentially two groups from T-210 going to this event, we will need one group to take one trailer and the other group to take the other trailer or the bus.  This is necessary since the Philmont group will be leaving LaNoChe after finishing their trek, which will be around 10am Sunday.  The rest of the Troop will be leaving after lunch on Sunday.  In terms of equipment, the Philmont group will take backpacks and the rest of the Troop can use duffle bags for their gear.

There are two different registration paths for participants, depending on whether they are going on the backpack version of this trip or not.  The non-backpackers should register through the Council’s website, which is the official entry point for registration http://secure.cfcbsa.org/Registration/CalendarDetail.asp?ActivityKey=346480&OrgKey=901.  The backpackers should not register through the Council; rather they should register through their advisor by paying them $15 for the opportunity to join this event and of course everyone should fax the completed permission from to Mr. E by 3/10 at 407-224-5962.  
Mr. E. is responsible for providing cash payment of $15 per person to the camp upon arrival of the Backpacking group.  The $15 pays for Friday night camping at LaNoChe (in wall tents), breakfast at LaNoChe on Saturday (in the dining hall), a patch and the ability to camp at the LaNoChe Ranch.  For the backpackers, other costs will be necessary for food and fuel which should be determined by crew (as usual).  
The minimum cost for the non-backpackers is $32 per person, which includes all meals at camp, sleeping accommodations and some of the program areas. Both groups, the deadline for submitting your permission slip (below) to Mr. E. is 3/10/08.  For the non-backpackers, your deadline for registering online via the link above is also 3/10/08.  Non-backpackers must register online for this event.

All items will be stowed in the trailer (or bus) overnight (Thursday PM – Friday PM).
Friday, March 28   Everyone - Please bring $5 fuel money, payable to the designated person within your appropriate group. Please meet at FUMCWG Fellowship Hall @ 5:45 pm ready to go.  Eat dinner prior to meeting at 5:45 pm.  There will not be any stops along the way to LaNoChe.

Philmont Crews should determine their own transportation logistics.   
At press time, we hope someone can drive the bus for the Troop, if not we will need parents to drive Scouts and to pick them up from camp so be ready if we need you.  By the way, the Troop would love to get a few more bus drivers.  It is easy to do – just ask Dr. C. for more information. 

Sunday, March 30, 2008
Philmont Pholks will eat lunch on the road home (please bring money). The rest of T-210 will eat lunch in the LaNoChe dining hall and should be home in the mid-afternoon.   A more exact time will be communicated soon.


Equipment:
716-D members: This is a backpacking shakedown.  Individual backpacks, with tents.  Crew food and gear will be the responsibility of each Crew.  Crew Advisors will coordinate.  Be sure to bring your Boy Scout type compass, whistle and flashlight in your pack.  Leave room in backpacks for crew food and supplies.  Packs should weigh no more than 20% of participant’s body weight upon leaving home (with full water bottles). Every ounce counts and if in doubt leave it out.  Pay attention to the weather reports - - pack accordingly.  Tents dispensed Friday during the packing party.
Non-backpackers – this is a two night camping trip.  Pack comfortable Scout clothes and keep an eye on the weather.  If you have questions, please ask the Scoutmaster!  Here’s a good checklist for all campers – not just backpackers: http://troop-210.com/Documents/packing1.html.   


716 D Plan & Pack : Plan for one night on the trail, however pack as if you are headed for Philmont – use the checklist! Not all the extra gear should be used necessarily, however it will simulate full pack weight and that is an objective of our shakedowns.  Additional water will be available at LaNoChe and our campsite on the Philmont Ranch.  Crew water purifiers and tablets are necessary. Crews supply all necessary crew gear (stoves, pots, dining fly, fuel, food, etc). Everyone should carry 4 quarts of water.  The more water on board, the better.


Other Miscellaneous Notes:
1. No electronic devices (walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed leaving the transportation vehicles.  Cards for inside tents are encouraged. Hackey sacks are fine also.
2. Wear your Scout “Field” shirt and bring your class “B” shirt.  Non-Scouting T-shirts and hats not allowed.
