Troop 210 Activity Form: May 13-14, 2006

Note that a backpacking overview will be held at the 5/1/06 Troop meeting.  Parents are encouraged to attend with Scouts. If Scouts have backpacking gear, please bring it to this meeting (Philmont trekkers excluded).


Place:  Withlacoochee State Forest – Croom Hiking Trail: Declared as one of the "10 Coolest Places in North America" by the World Wildlife Fund
http://tinyurl.com/h98f7.

Trail length: 3 miles



Times:  5/13/06: Everyone meet at the FUMCWG @ 6:30 am. Bring backpacks fully loaded with personal gear.  Grubmasters, bring food in boxes to be loaded into the trailer.  No perishable items please. 

5/14/06: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 12:30; following lunch on the road (participants need money). I will pull a trailer with the backpacks and supplies.

Trailhead location for all drivers (however we are meeting at the FUMCWG before going to trail head): The trail head is located on Croom Road/Fire Road 6 adjacent to the Tucker Hill fire tower.  Turn east onto Croom Road (Hernando County Road 480) from US Highway 41 about 13 miles south of Floral City at the city limits on the north side of Brooksville.  Travel east on Croom Road about two miles until you see the fire tower on your right (south).  Parking for the trailhead is east of the fire tower.


Equipment: Backpacks; fully loaded.  Plan for dry camp; each patrol to bring one gallon of water per person (in addition to each person having at least two quarts of water in their backpack).  Recommend buddies bringing one 2.5 rectangular water container per pair.  The extra water will be cached and will not go into backpacks. Caching water means that we’ll “hide” the extra water at a spot nearby the campsite before we hit the trail on Saturday morning.  Fortunately, the main road to the trail head happens to be near our eventual campsite.

Backpacking tents and ground cloths will be used.  The Troop has a moderate amount of backpacking tents and ground cloths which will be used, however if any of the participants already own small, personal two-man lightweight backpacking tents and a ground cloth, their use is fine.  Tent buddies will be determined by Mrs. Drake.  To reiterate, do not buy a tent for this event; bring a tent only if you already own it. Also, if you are bringing a personal tent, you must have it pre-approved by the scoutmaster 4/24 or 5/1 at the Troop meeting.  Do not bring a tent unless pre-approved (Philmont participants excluded).

Plan & Pack for:

GORP made by each person at home prior to arrival (avoid chocolate; it melts).  Recommend one large zip lock bag of GORP per person. No other personal food or snacks allowed (unless pre-approved by Mrs. Hughes.) Note; menu will be provided via e-mail prior to 5/1; patrols will purchase according to menu provided.
1. 5/13 breakfast: eat prior to arrival

2. 5/13 lunch: trail lunch (no cooking)

3. 5/14 dinner: trail dinner (one pot dinner)

4. 5/14 breakfast: trail breakfast (no cooking)

5. 5/14 lunch: on the road (bring money)

Fees (total approximately $26 per person)
1. Fuel fee is $5, payable with permission slip.

2. Parking fee required $2 per person (bring cash Saturday 5/13)

3. Patch is $4, payable with permission slip.

4. Food costs established and communicated per patrol (3 meals: Sat lunch – Sunday breakfast). Each person brings $15 with permission form. $15 goes to patrol Grubmaster and permission form goes to Mrs. Drake.  



Other Miscellaneous Notes: No electronic devices (walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed.
