Times:  

5/15/10: Meet at FUMCWG @ 7:17 am for Bus load.  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights will be 7:30 am or sooner!  Eat breakfast before coming to the Church.  No stops on the way.  Expect to return to FUMCWG @ 7:00 pm; following dinner. 



Equipment: Please bring whatever you normally take to the beach (remember you will be the one responsible for it!).  Suggestions: towel, hat, sunscreen, water bottle (a must!), shirt, chair, etc.  Bring your favorite beach toys (such as boogie boards or skim boards).  If bringing bigger toys (surfboards, kayaks) please let Mr. Tum Suden know and arrive 15 minutes earlier to load. (Mr. T’s cell # 407 399 4284).   

Plan & Pack for:

We will be visiting Shepard Park at the east end of SR 520 in Brevard County.  The park has restrooms, showers, a water fountain and pavilions.  We will be playing on the beach all day with a lunch in one of the pavilions.  We will take one the troop canopies to set up on the beach (no “fried” scouts or leaders!).   

1. Breakfast: eat prior to arrival @ FUMCWG

2. Lunch: - Picnic under pavilion.  Included in trip fee (Menu - Hamburgers, hotdogs, fruit, chips and dessert- will adjust if you have dietary restrictions).
3. Dinner: Stop on drive home Bring $10-15.  You may also bring dry shorts/shirt if you want to change before the trip home.
We plan to drive the troop bus.  The bus is not allowed in the park and will be parked across the street.  No other vehicles will be needed unless we have a very large turn-out and cannot fit all our toys in the bus.  


Fees for Beach Bums (includes lunch but not dinner)
1. Fuel, tolls and Park fee is $5 per person.

2. Lunch Food costs are $5 (est.) per person.

3. Each person must bring $10 (5+5, cash or check written to T210) and the completed permission form by 5/10/10.  


Other Miscellaneous Notes: No electronic devices (phones, ipods, MP3 players, walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed off the bus. 

Spending/dinner money:  Scouts will be responsible for any money that they bring.  Leaders will not be carrying/loaning money. 

Surfing:  If the waves are good for learning, Mr. Tum Suden will teach any interested scouts.  The best way to learn is on a foam surfboard which can be rented a nearby shop.  If you are interested bring an additional $6-10 cash).  The cost will depend on the # of participants.
Other:  Mr. Tum Suden will be bringing the surf kayaks that the troop took to Jetty Park last yr.
