We’re going camping, canoeing, and swimming at Wekiva Springs! We'll camp Friday and Saturday nights.  We will be limited to 40 attendees maximum.  Get your permissions slips in early.



Place:  Wekiva Springs Primitive Youth Camp.


Times:  

10/25/07: Meet at FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm for trailer load.  All personal gear and dry food will be loaded into the trailer.  Troop Quartermasters and Quartermaster Advisor(s) needed.

10/26/07: Everyone meets at FUMCWG @ 5:30 pm. The “cold coolers” will be filled with ice and loaded into the trailer.  If you are on time, you are late!  Tail lights will be 6:00 pm or sooner.  Eat dinner before coming to the Church.  No stops on the way.

10/28/07: Expect return to FUMCWG @ 12:30 pm; following lunch on the road (participants need own lunch money of approx $8 - $10). 



Equipment: Please bring only 3 bundles.  A Duffle bag or backpack, Sleeping bag and Folding Camp chair.  Make sure that your name is on each bundle.  We will be sleeping in the troop tents.  Bring sunscreen, swimsuit and water shoes!

Plan & Pack for:

We will be camping in a secluded part of Wekiva Springs State park.  We will leave it cleaner than we found it.  All meals should be planned and cleanup tasks assigned ahead of time.  The Grubmaster of each patrol should obtain food for breakfast, lunch and dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Saturday breakfast should not involve cooking (boiled water only).  Saturday lunch should be a trail lunch (no cooking).  Sunday breakfast cooking should be boiled water only.  You must be able to clean up and be ready to leave camp by 10am.  

1. 10/26 dinner: eat prior to arrival @ FUMCWG

2. 10/27 breakfast: Boiled water only - eat in Camp.  Grubmaster’s responsibility
3. 10/27 lunch: trail lunch (Take in canoe-no cooking).  Grubmaster’s responsibility
4. 10/27 dinner: Cooked/Grilled dinner – in camp.  Grubmaster’s responsibility 
5. 10/28 breakfast: Boiled water only - eat in Camp.   Grubmaster’s responsibility 
6. 10/28 lunch: on the road (ea. Scout bring money)

Depending upon attendance, we will need extra adults to help transport participants in their own vehicles; quantity TBD.


Fees for Campers (excluding Sunday lunch)
1. Fuel fee is $5 per person.

2. Camping Fee is $18 per person (includes 2 nights of camping, canoe rental, and entrance into Wekiva Springs).

3. Food costs are $15 (est.) per person payable to the grubmaster in CASH (4 meals: Sat breakfast – Sunday breakfast).

4. Each person must bring $23 (5+18, check written to T210) AND $15 cash payable to the grubmaster ($38 TOTAL) with the completed permission form by 10/15/07.



Other Miscellaneous Notes: No electronic devices (phones, ipods, MP3 players, walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed. 



Description:

We will stay in the primitive youth area.  The site has 2 toilets and an outside shower (cold water only).  Potable water is available.  There are picnic tables and fire rings in the sites.  The sites are about a mile down a dirt road and away from the day use area of the park.  On Saturday we will drive to Kings landing to pick up canoes and spend the day canoeing the Rock Springs run.  Abundant wildlife viewing consists of alligators, turtles, deer, black bear, turkey, raccoons, and numerous species of birds.  The ranger noted that while camping we should be “bear smart” in our handling of food.  There is a small lake near camp so bring your fishing poles if you wish to fish.
