Date:
September 15 - 17, 2006



Place:  Moss Park 12901 Moss Park RD, 32832 (4 miles Southeast of SR 15 (Narcoossee Rd.) on Moss Park Rd.), about 34 miles from FUMCWG.  We’ll be in Group Camp “A”.


Times: 

1.  Please meet at the Church on Thursday 9/14 @ 6:00 PM for trailer loading (until 6:30 pm).  All gear should be neatly prepared in no more than these three “bundles” per person: (1) duffle bag or backpack for personal gear, (2) sleeping bag in durable stuff sack and (3) camp chair.   Please arrive closer to 5:30 to help. Don’t pack anything in garbage bags. Food should be brought Friday 
2. Please meet at the Church on 9/15 for departure at 6 PM sharp.  Be sure to eat dinner beforehand. The next meal will be what you cook/prepare for Saturday breakfast.  We will not be stopping between the Church and camp.  Flashlight, whistle and compass checks will occur before we leave.  Be sure those are on a lanyard on each participant and not packed. 
3. Taillights are 6:30 PM sharp.  Field uniforms (Class A) are always required for travel.  

4. We will stop for lunch on the way home.  ETA back at the Church, 1 pm.  Please contact the appointed hometown contact for an update on Sunday.

Equipment:  Food will be purchased and prepared by Patrols (4 meals): Saturday breakfast, lunch (no cook) & dinner, Sunday breakfast (no cook).
Tents: (maximum of two Scouts per tent).  Scouts and adults (a.k.a. old goats) cannot tent together.  Old goats will camp as a patrol. Be sure to bring your Boy Scout type compass, whistle and flashlight in your pocket. Check the troop website for more details. If Scouts have personal two man tents (nothing larger) and would like to bring them on this trip, that is ok.  The Scouts must have previous experience in setting them up – no new tents allowed. Plan & Pack for:  Car camping and activities; all Scouts who are working towards First Class must bring their hand books.  Wear comfortable shoes.  Prepare for possibility of rain.

Fees 

1. $5 gas fee: Payable to Mrs. Drake by 8/28/06. Please pay with cash (no checks).

2. $5 Moss Park Fee: Payable to Mrs. Drake by 8/28/06. Please pay with cash (no checks).

3. $15 Patrol Food Fee: Payable to Patrol Grubmaster by 8/28/06. Please pay with cash (no checks).

4. $10 for lunch on Sunday (each Scout supplies on Sunday: do not prepay).
5. If using funds in Scout’s account to pay for any of the above (1-4), please notify Mrs. Drake by 8/28/06.


Food Each patrol is responsible for developing their own menu from the menu planning sheet on our website (http://troop-210.com/Troop%20210%20Menu%20Plan.htm).  Each patrol will assign one Grubmaster who will receive $15 from each patrol member (including himself) by appointed date.  The Grubmaster is responsible for purchasing the food within the allocated budget. If there is money remaining, the Grubmaster must take the amount left over and equally divide it by the number of patrol members and it must be returned at departure time for camp.  No exceptions.  All the food must be brought to the trailer 15 minutes before the appointed departure time.  All dry goods must be placed into one of the two ice chests (without ice) each patrol uses.  The other ice chest is to be used for the perishable food. Use the ice in the Church kitchen to fill the ice chest to the top.  Be 100% certain that all containers in the ice chest are placed into one gallon or two gallon size zip lock bags which should be part of the items purchased by each patrol.  This is important due to the ice melting over time and ruining food and/or packaging in the ice chest during the camping trip.  No grocery bags are allowed in the trailer.  When planning menus, always consider the clean up factor.  Don’t forget that cleanup while camping does not include modern kitchen conveniences.  Menus should be simple, avoiding meals requiring extensive cleanup.  Avoid foods with an abundance of grease.  Remember, we don’t have a kitchen and we don’t like to make piles of trash.  Please help by planning efficiently.


Other Miscellaneous Notes: No electronic devices (cell phones, walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed.  Boardgames and cards for downtime at the camp are encouraged.
1. Wear your Field uniform (Class “A”) uniform during transportation and bring your class “B” shirt.  Non-Scouting T-shirts and hats are not allowed.
2. Wear comfortable shoes and don’t forget rain gear.
