Camp Bob Hardin – Saluda, North Carolina – June 26-July 3, 2010

Camp Bob Hardin is nestled in the foothills of North Carolina.  Situated on 256 acres of mountainous terrain, that is native land of the Cherokee nation.  With two lakes and beautiful mountain views, Camp Bob Hardin boasts an Appalachian spirit for those Scouts hardy enough to seek out its mountain adventure. The camp offers a wide range of in-camp and out-of camp programs that are just as attractive to older Scouts as they are to younger ones. Activity areas include a Shooting Sports program with separate archery, shotgun and rifle ranges, a very dynamic C.O.P.E. course, Scoutcraft, handicraft and nature areas, a large activity field for soccer, ultimate frisbee, and volleyball, and twin lakes that enable a complete aquatics program.

A key element of our program is for Scouts to have individual free time and the opportunity to enjoy the natural environment of summer camp.  For this reason, daily schedules are designed to ensure that each Scout has some time in which he is not involved in instructional classes or organized activities, so he has time to explore our beautiful 256 acre Scout Reservation.

Summer Camp is June 27th  to July 3rd, but we will be leaving early on Saturday Morning June 26th and driving to Columbia, South Carolina, where we will stay overnight in a hotel.  Then leave the next morning to arrive at camp around 1pm.


We are planning on staying at the Towneplace Suites by Marriott- Columbia Northwest. Visit the hotel online: http://tinyurl.com/y9vrr7b  The price per person based on 6 per room will be $19 each.  All participants should eat breakfast before we load up on the bus to depart for Columbia on June 26th.  Each scout will need money for food while we’re on the road.  That would include, lunch and dinner on June 26th, breakfast and lunch on June 27th and lunch and dinner on July 3rd. They will also need a little spending money while at camp for souvenirs, merit badge books or a snack at the trading post.  This can be about $20 to $50, each scout is different.
