January 20 -21, 2008 / Shakedown #8


Place:  William Beardall Tosohatchee State Reserve (approx 48 mi E of FUMCWG)

Trail length: From the entrance parking lot (Taylor Creek Road & Beehead Road) to Tiger Branch trail camp: about 7 miles each way.  Note, if you are looking at the park trail map, Sabal Palm camp is closed and is not an option.


Details: All crews are meeting for the packing and weighing party on 1/18 @ FUMCWG and then will depart from FUMCWG Saturday morning 1/19.  Following the drive, we will park inside Tosohatchee, which is at Taylor Creek Road and Beehead Road (see PDF trail map above).  Entrance before 8 am requires a combination for the lock (I will provide). Expected return to vehicles before 11 am Sunday 1/20 and then all crews will enjoy lunch together and return to FUMCWG around 2pm.
Times:  

Friday, January 18, 2008
Food packing, gear distribution and weighing schedule is below.  Bring backpacks fully packed and ready to go (including all water bottles filled; 7 liters per person).  There is no water along the trail; however, there is well water at our campsite (Tiger Branch). The water needs treatment prior to drinking.  That being said, it would be best if crews practice their dry camp routine and treat this camp as a dry camp, meaning everyone should carry at least 7 liters of water.  Collapsible Nalgene containers (3 liters each) work best for carrying extra water.  All crews should have an adequate supply of the collapsible Nalgene containers– see Advisors for details.
Remember, we wear our Scout shirts on the road – do not pack them with your gear.  No Scout Shirt on Saturday = No participation.

Crew 1: Please meet at the senior high room @ FUMCWG @ 6:30 pm

Crew 2: Please meet at the senior high room @ FUMCWG @ 7:00 pm

Crew 3: Please meet at the senior high room @ FUMCWG @ 7:30 pm

Backpacks will be stowed into the small trailer overnight (Friday PM – Sat AM)

Saturday, January 19, 2008  (bring $8 per person + food costs for camp food and lunch on the road )
Please meet at FUMCWG Fellowship Hall @ 6:00 am ready to go.  Crews should determine their own transportation logistics.  Parking is $3 per vehicle at Tosohatchee and exact amounts are required since we will be paying an iron ranger (self-administered). Tail lights @ 6:30 am.  Gates at Tosohatchee open @ 8 am, however I will have the combination if we arrive early.  All participants should bring $5 each for fuel payable to the driver of their respective vehicle. Camping is $4 per night per person and all participants should be prepared with single dollar bills.
Sunday, January 20, 2008
Let’s expect to hit the trail by 7am, then we can expect to meet back at the Tosohatchee parking lot before 11:00 am followed by lunch on the road (at the usual place in Winter Garden).  We should be back at FUMCWG before 2 pm.  Participants will call their parental units during lunch with a time update.  Please be prompt when picking up Scouts after the event.


Equipment:
716-D members: This is a backpacking shakedown.  Individual backpacks, with tents.  Crew food and gear will be the responsibility of each Crew.  Crew Advisors will coordinate.  Be sure to bring your Boy Scout type compass, whistle and flashlight in your pack.  Leave room in backpacks for crew food and supplies.  Packs should weigh no more than 16% of participant’s body weight upon leaving home (with full water bottles). Every ounce counts and if in doubt leave it out.  Pay attention to the weather reports - - pack accordingly.  Tents dispensed Friday during the packing party.

Plan & Pack: Plan for one night on the trail, however pack as if you are headed for Philmont – use the checklist! Not all the extra gear should be used necessarily, however it will simulate full pack weight and that is an objective of our shakedowns.  Additional water can be extracted from the trailside water supplies.  Crew water purifiers and tablets are necessary. Crews supply all necessary crew gear (stoves, pots, dining fly, fuel, food, etc). Everyone should carry 6 - 7+ quarts of water.  The more water on board, the better.


Fee:  Participants to pay the designated Crew Grubmaster for the food, plus bring your own lunch money for those eating lunch with the Crews on the road home.  Please bring dollar bills to facilitate making change. Crew transportation coordinator will expect $5 gas money per person and a portion of parking fee as required by car-poolers. Participants need $4 each for their camping fee.

Other Miscellaneous Notes:
1. No electronic devices (walkmans, radios, game-boys, etc.) allowed leaving the transportation vehicles.  Cards for inside tents are encouraged. Hackey sacks are fine also.
2. Wear your Scout “Field” shirt and bring your class “B” shirt.  Non-Scouting T-shirts and hats not allowed.
3. Bring whatever Philmont gear you have.  Check with advisors for tent or other supplies.
