Place: Health Central (further details will be provided).
Time: 9 am – 5 pm (both days, and no, we will not be spending the night in the hospital!)
Details: This is a new requirement established by the BSA for Philmont this year and although technically, just one advisor per crew is supposed to know Wilderness First Aid via a 16 hour course (and show certification), what happens if that one trained advisor is sick, or is unable to help for whatever reason?    That would not be an ideal situation.

Since we first learned about our Philmont opportunity, I have mandated all advisors and crew medics become familiar with Wilderness First Aid.  To that point, I want all advisors and crew medics to take this course. If all advisors and crew medics attend, that would be 14 advisors + 4 medics for 18 (including our friends from Mr. Connerly’s Double H Crew).  Since we can have up to 25 in attendance, I will allow 7 other Crew Members to enroll in this special class, on a first come, first served basis beyond the advisors and crew medics.
This is not an ordinary opportunity to receive training.  The instructor, (Marlene Lugg, DrPH) is a widely renowned expert in this field and has a long and distinguished career instructing all branches of Scouting (including Girl Scouts) in the areas of Wilderness First Aid and Leave No Trace.  In fact, Marlene is so good at what she does, she has been the Leave No Trace trainer for the Philmont Rangers(!).
To be honest, this will be an intensive two days of training and is not going to be a time for games.  That being said, upon successful completion, participants will take away an incredible new skill set which can last a lifetime, or perhaps save a life.

Please register as soon as possible, but before 3/10/08 because I need to send Marlene a final headcount. 

Oh, it should be noted that we are honored to be able to use the facilities at Health Central for this course.  Thank you Dr. Cappleman!

There will be a small fee for course supplies and I will advise on that front soon.

2. Wear your Scout “Field” shirt and bring your class “B” shirt.  Non-Scouting T-shirts and hats not allowed.
